Housing

Dorm rooms are limited, and we suggest applying at least 3 
months in advance. On our modern campus, student dorms 
include up to six-person apartment units that consist of a shared 
kitchen and bathroom.

International students must have an A/2 student visa. The visa 
must be issued in the student’s home country. Please find further 
information here.

Work permit

International students are not permitted to work in Israel.

Professional Internship (for semester Exchange students only)

Students who come to the Technion for a semester abroad have 
the option of undertaking a professional internship at a hi-tech or 
start-up company. Working as an intern allows students to apply 
the engineering and scientific principles learned in the classroom 
to a real-world professional environment. Internships are unpaid 
positions taken over a period of at least 10 weeks (minimum 
200 hours) and grant 3 academic credit points. Internships can 
be undertaken during the winter (January-March) or summer 
(June-August) at a cost of $1,500.
